Subject: Information re Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë, Mayor of Paris, in the context of Article 40 of the French Penal Procedure Code, with reference to the 15 March 2013 demonstration called « A White Wave for Syria » that took place in Paris, and to the French associations and their Paris branches that were involved in it.

Madam Minister,
I am deeply troubled by the events in Syria, the country where I was born of a Syrian father and a French mother. I am equally deeply troubled by the ideological campaign which is being led in France in order to justify war in Syria, a war that is considered by all and sundry - except maybe in propaganda circles - as a war of colonial re-conquest masquerading as a fight for democracy. I am also deeply troubled in my own conscience as regards some information that has been known to me since 2006 about Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë, the Paris Mayor, who seems to be one of the elements centralising the current campaign for intensifying war operations against Syria, a campaign which recently exploded into the nation-wide demonstration labelled ‘‘a White Wave for Syria’’ that took place in Paris on March the 15th, 2013. And I am further troubled by the numerous attacks on the cohesion which, according to me, must exist in political affairs between things as they are and things as they seem, a cohesion which I deem indispensable to any form of progress, since public lying is one of the root causes of political regression when and if it succeeds in ruling over the social fabric and in shutting out the merest gleam of truth. For all these reasons, I consider it my pleasure and my duty to make you cognizant of the following statement:
‘‘I, the undersigned, Michel Dakar, born in Tartous, Syria, on March 1955, hereby declare that in 2006, because of my involvement in some affairs of international politics, I associated with a French national who had spent part of his life in Tunisia, where he/she had been involved in the fight for democracy, and had fought for freedom of expression, freedom of information, and freedom of broadcasting. Because of this involvement, that person was subjected to intensive harassment and threats by the Tunisian regime, and was compelled to leave Tunisia. That individual was in close contact with Tunisian progressive associations.
That French national declared to me that Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë, the current Mayor of Paris, frequently took residence on the Tunisian coast, where he had a holiday house; that they had been told by one of directors of a Tunisian association fighting for the defence of the Rights of Man who was a neighbour of Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë’s, that he – the Tunisian association director – had been witness to the fact that the Tunisian police regularly supplied Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë with underage Tunisian boys, and could also testify that, in the French Socialist Party, Monsieur Bertrand Delanoë was in charge of the misappropriation of some European aid dedicated to development – on behalf of the French Socialist Party -, and also that Monsieur Philippe Seguin, himself linked to Tunisia as well, was in charge of similar misappropriations on behalf of the French Right.’’

I confirm that I am willing to make a statement before any Police official who might eventually be mandated to examine me.

Please be informed that this letter will be made public and that an English version will eventually be posted on the Web.

Please find attached to this letter a copy of the Web page of the Paris City Council, that posted the reminder for the operation ‘‘A White Wave for Syria’’ and including the details of the persons and organisations involved in that operation, to whom I also send a copy of this letter.

I beg you to accept, Madam Minister, my respectful greetings.
